There 
are several well known physiological diseases in 
vegetables and fruits that are the direct result of 
Calcium deficiency.

WICK-OGTM contains readily available Calcium 
and organic penetrants that help the calcium enter 
the plant leaves and to make it more available thus 
helping the plant to improve crop quality and to be 
more resistant to environmental stresses both before 
and after harvest.

Many of the soils in the western United States 
though apparently high in Calcium can not supply 
enough Calcium to plants because the Calcium is in 
the insoluble form of Calcium Carbonate - chalk.  
Soil applied Calcium may be quickly made unavail-
able by the same soil reaction.  Foliar applications 
of Calcium with WICK-OGTM can help overcome 
this limitation.
